Proposal for Balint Leadership Training Intensive: March 9-12, 2006

I request the American Balint Society’s approval for this proposal that the OHSU Department of Family Medicine host, together with the American Balint Society and the OHSU Department of Obstetrics & Gynecology, a Balint Leadership Training Intensive in Portland next spring. The Intensive will be held at the Mallory Hotel in downtown Portland.  The format of the conference will closely follow that of previous intensives, beginning on Thursday afternoon, March 9 and continuing through Sunday noon, March 12.  

I will coordinate this Intensive and will head a planning committee of three people.  The other members of the planning and hosting committee will be Frank Dornfest MD, OHSU Department of Family Medicine faculty member; and Jill Romm, RN, LCSW, faculty member in the OHSU Department of Obstetrics & Gynecology and member of the ABS Council.

The fee schedule will be the same as it will be in Tennessee in November, 2005.  With a minimum paid enrollment of 24 paid registrations, we should just about break even with six faculty members.  At 30 paid registrants, we will be able to consider increasing the number of faculty from 6 to 8. The break-even point of 24 paid registrants should not be hard to achieve, based on recent Intensive attendance.  The last Intensive in Portland (2004) had 35 paid registrants; this number is projected onto the attached comparative budget.  Intensive faculty members and Jill Romm will not be required to pay registration fees, and faculty members will be reimbursed a minimum of $200 for travel.  Note that two faculty members (Frank and myself) will not need this reimbursement.  

The Mallory Hotel is eager to work with us and, although it is now under new management and some rates have increased, it has provided several special rate considerations. This includes a special conference hotel room rate for participants of $85 per night and a greatly reduced rental fee for meeting rooms.  Their directors of sales and catering have provided the figures for the working budget.

This proposal has received the approval and endorsement of our department chair.  I hope the ABS Council will also approve it at our meeting on Monday, September 12, after which we will begin to promote it.
